· Consulting and information exchange with other LRC Network members through Internet mailing lists and other on-line forums
· Eligibility to participate in planning and development of a Eurasian Medical Informatics Association, including opportunity to lead various association initiatives and working groups
· Eligibility to participate as consultant trainers/presenters at future AIHA-sponsored workshops, conferences, and other activities
